	Our pupils have a range of complex needs including epilepsy, cerebral palsy and ASD with high anxiety. We only have 6 year 6 pupils this year. With swimming lessons provided over the last 3 years, these pupils have done well to get in the pool and start to swim. 2 out of 6 are confident swimmers now. The other 4 are making progress towards this target.
