Like with most of these platforms, Discord has some positive
features, but also poses some specific risks which families need to be aware of
to avoid potential risk of harm.

For Parents - Holiday Conversations

The holiday period is an ideal time for parents to sit down with their children,
play their games and use their apps to get to know the endless fun but also the
potential risks. Conversations can be difficult, especially if the parent isn't a user
of tech, but conversation is the most powerful risk mitigator of all.

More Concerns with Roblox

As one of the more popular games with all age groups, particularly younger
children, Roblox is getting its fair share of negative press lately.

Most recently (13 April) Revealing Reality have released results of their
investigation called ‘A Digital Playground - The Real Guide to Roblox'. As part of
this investigation the researchers created multiple accounts pretending to be
persons aged 5, 9, 10, 13 and 40+ in order to explore the safety settings and the
user experience which included:

e Adults and children can easily interact.
e Easy access to highly suggestive environments, including participation in
adult-themed conversations.

To help keep children safe while still enabling them to enjoy their time online,
we’ve put together some tips for parents on keeping children safe in the
unpredictable online world.

e Open up: Create a space where your children can come to you when
they're ready and not feel judged. You can learn more about what might
be bothering them and how you can keep them safe.

e Getinvolved: Set up your own accounts and connect with your child, if they
feel comfortable.

e Set boundaries together: Come to an agreement on privacy settings with
your child, where they feel listened to and involved.

e Discuss the aims: Talk to your child about online risks

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This is a group for young people with neurodiversity aged 11 to 24 years old.
Based at Heatham House, we have the use of all the amazing facilities from
outdoor sports areas to art rooms and video games. Each week we play
team games and often get our heads stuck into group art projects and more.
The Lighthouse Project is a wonderful safe space for socialising with like-
minded young people and gaining advice from youth workers.

This is a closed youth group so before attending lighthouse we ask that
contact is made with staff for a discussion around the young person’s needs
and to answer any questions you may have. We also have a membership
form for Lighthouse that collects some more information about the
individual's additional and medical needs in order for us to understand how
we can best support your child.

The sessions are every Thursday evening 6:30 to 8:30pm* for mixed ages 11 to
24 years and involve activities such as; games, quizzes, sports, art, tie-dye,
movie nights and much more! We also go on occasional trips and run great
holiday programmes.

*Please note that during the summer holidays the sessions will be running
on Mondays 6:30-8:30pm.
